Commencement Credential. Students may meet the fifth assessment required for graduation by passing a
Department-Approved Pathway Assessment in Languages Other Than English (LOTE). The following
assessments and cut score requirements have been approved for use as Department-Approved Pathway
Assessments in LOTE.

Description

The Spanish Comprehensive Exam for LOTE was developed
by the New York City Department of Education and includes
four parts worth 100 points: Speaking (Part 1), Listening (Part
2), Reading (Part 3), and Writing (Part 4). The Speaking
section consists of a test administrator-student conversation that
makes up 24 points, the Listening section consists of 13
multiple choice questions that makes up 26 points, the Reading
section consists of 15 multiple choice questions that makes up
30 points, and the Writing section consists of 2 written
response questions that makes up 20 points.
