Assessments are created, reviewed, and receive final eyes by certified teachers who have been 
trained in assessment writing best practices. All assessments are administered using an 
electronic answer sheet or online to ensure the accuracy of scoring. Teachers of record are 
prohibited from scoring their own assessments.
