psychologists.

Summer school program- This extensive summer school program serves more students in more 1:20
grades, federal funds have been spent on increased summer school costs such as summer teachers,
teacher assistants, and administrators to work with K-12 students and make sure those who are
struggling can get the additional instructional time they need.

Professional development for teachers- The district used federal funds to purchase additional 1:18
professional development opportunities for our literacy specialists to supplement our new
comprehensive reading program, Common Knowledge Language Arts (CKLA). This training has helped
us combat learning loss, provide enhanced remediation for our struggling students, and support our ENL
population. The District has also provided on-site coaching for CKLA 2nd addition for two consecutive
days for all the teachers K-5.

HVAC review and upgrades- The district used federal funds to do a comprehensive review of our air 0:0
handling system and fixed and upgraded the system where necessary.
