Participants will learn how through 
collaboration and even some failure, we developed new 
unit plans, adjusted assessments, implemented new 
instructional strategies, and created a culture of proficiency 
in our language classrooms. We will share our successes & 
challenges and give you some examples of how you can make the shift in your school.
